Mukachevo City Tour
Centrally located in the middle course of the river Latortsa, Mukachevo was founded on the crossroad of trade ways. The firs record of Mukachevo is dated back to 896 A.D., so the city has already celebrated its 1100 anniversary. Today Mukachevo is the second largest city of Zakarpattia region with about 90 thousand population. Nice and green Mukachevo is a mixture of architectural styles with scenic narrow streets and beautiful buildings leaving no one indifferent. Now Mukachevo is one of the 10 best Ukrainian cities. 
First stone fortification of Mukachevo and one of the first buildings of the city is Castle Palanok dated back to XIV A.D.  On Mukachevo tour you visit a castle complex dated back to XVII A.D., time of Rakotsi reign.  The castle keeps many legends and you will get acquainted with some of them on the tour.  
Two centuries ago sizable territory of Zakarpattia belonged to the Austrian dynasty Shenborn. In XIX century, count George Shenborn built for his beloved wife a fabulous castle with lovely park. Today lands of the castle and the park is home to the sanatorium Carpathians. There is a mineral spring within the territory of the park known as a spring of youth due its rejuvenation effect.     

Uzhgorod City Tour
Uzhgorod is one of the smaller regions of Ukraine on its square and number of inhabitants.  
Still it has a lot of places to visit and to admire. On the tour you will visit sights of different times: XIX – XX century buildings of Austro-Hungarian period; Czech district (20s-30s). Buildings of Soviet period and modern Uzhgorod is located on the left bank of the river Uzh. The most romantic and scenic spots of the city are the longest in Europe lime tree lane and Japanese Cherry Tree district.  
One of the oldest buildings of the city is the castle of Uzhgorod which belonged to the Drugets, an Italian dynasty. Today it hosts the local history museum. 
Skansen type open-air museum of Ukrainian folk life and architecture is situated on the slope of Castle hill. In the museum you will see originals of Ukrainian hut from different regions of the country and get acquainted with Zakarpattia life and traditions.  The most valuable exponent of the museum is a wooden church built without a nail in 1777 A.D. 
Tour to Sinevir Lake 
One of the most popular itineraries of the Carpathians is the tour to the lake Sinevir.  Known as the Eye of the Sea of the Carpathians, mountain lake Sinevir is situated 989 m above sea level. Fascinating nature is the most impressive in this very place. On the day tour you will get acquainted with local life and traditions, legends of this land, spending the whole day in this scenic mountain spot.  On the tour you will visit the waterfalls Shipot, drink water of two different mineral springs you will stop at Kelechinsky and Soiyminsky springs, visit mountain passes. Optionally you take a ropeway to the top of Mountain Gemba (1498 m) to admire a wonderful view of Borzhavsky Poloniny (plain).  Besides you will try traditional Guzul cuisine and play music on Trembita, a pipe of Guzuls.
Tour to Beregovo
On the tour you will take a bath in the swimming pool with thermal water, water temperature is 32 + C. Sodium - chloride thermal water with unique healing properties cures locomotive diseases. Analogues of this water are only found in Iceland and New Zealand. 
On the tour you will take part in wine tasting ceremony of  Karl Shoh winery, village Kydiosh. You will taste the best vines of this region and discover why only boys are born after drinking of the special wine liquor.  You will visit center of Bergovo where the most part of the village is inhabited by ethnic Hungarians.  Return to Mukachevo.
Butcher’s festival (end of January)

Visiting Butcher’s festival is perfect for learning how to cook tasty meat dishes:  Guzul sausages, shponderk and other local delicacies.  The event brings positive emotions, lots of music and excellent mood. 
Professional butchers of Zakarpattia (Gentesh) offer specialty of well-known and unknown traditional dishes.  Try any meat dish with fine Carpathian wine in a good company to record this event in your memory. 
Butcher’s Festival took the first prize among Ukrainian food festivals 2010.  
 

Vine Festival in Mukachevo (January 13-15 2013)

A festival of  home-made wine CHERVONE WINO has become a trademark of  Zakarpattia. It takes place in Mukachevo during the period of old style New Year celebrations. In this period wine has just brewed gaining its best qualities and tastes. 
On the festival you can try best wines of Zakarpattia by the best brand names and little-known wine producers’ free-of charge. Besides CHERVONE WINO is a folk holiday with public carols, maskers and drawings.     

Festival CHERVONE WINO 2013 will take place in Zakarpattia on January 13-15 2013.  The best wine producers of Zakarpattia will be selected by competent jury and wine tasting committee. The winner will be awarded by a special prize and diploma. We expect more than hundred wine producers to participate this event.
